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Sanctification 
Part 2 

LIFE-CHANGE OBJECTIVE 

To decide to trust grace rather than law for your growth, God’s 
process rather than your plan for your growth, and God’s promise 
rather than your willpower for your growth. 

 

In the last session we learned that sanctification means “set apart” 
(saint comes from the same root word). 

In the Old Testament it was most often the places and objects of 
worship that were called “set apart” for God’s honor and use: 

• Holy priests (Exodus 28:41) 

• Holy garments (Exodus 29:21) 

• A holy alter (Exodus 30:10) 

• The Holy Land (Leviticus 27:21) 

In the New Testament it is all God’s people who are “set apart” for 
God’s honor and use: 

2 TIMOTHY 2:21 

If a man cleanses himself from the latter, he will be an instrument 
for noble purposes, made holy, useful to the Master and prepared 
to do any good work. 
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And we looked at the first two of the five ways we put faith in God for 
our sanctification: 

1. The two focuses of sanctification 
2. The two natures of the Christian 

We cannot create growth; that’s God’s job.  But we can cooperate with 
the way that God grows us.  In this session we’re going to look at three 
additional ways that we have faith in what God is doing to grow us.

Just as we are justified by faith and grace, we are sanctified by faith and 
grace 

GALATIANS 3:3 (NCV) 

You began your life in Christ by the Spirit.  Now are you trying to 
make it complete by your own power?  That is foolish. 
 

COLOSSIANS 2:6 (NCV) 

As you received Christ Jesus the Lord, so continue to live in him. 
 

• By faith you can say, “I am ________________ from the law.” 

The law is not dead; it is not even “bad” – as the old nature is.  
The law is just not capable of bringing us salvation.  It can show us 
our sin, but it cannot make us right before God. 
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ROMANS 8:2 (NCV) 

Through Christ Jesus the law of the Spirit that brings life made you 
free from the law that brings sin and death. 

2 CORINTHIANS 3:10 (NCV) 

That old law had glory, but it really loses its glory when it is 
compared to the much greater glory of this new way.

ROMANS 6:18 (NLT) 

Now you are free from your slavery to sin, and you have become 
slaves to righteous living. 

 

ROMANS 7:6 (NCV) 

In the past, the law held us like prisoners, but our old selves died, 
and we were made free from the law.  So now we serve God in a 
new way with the Spirit, and not in the old way with written rules.

• By faith you can ask God to _____________________________. 

EPHESIANS 4:22-24 

You were taught, with regard to your former way of life, to put off 
your old self, which is being corrupted by its deceitful desires; to 
make new in the attitude of your minds; and to put on the new 
self, created to be like God in true righteousness and holiness. 

 

In the last session we looked at putting off the old and putting on 
the new.  Being renewed in your mind is the often forgotten step 
in this process.  Inner renewal is the key to outer transformation 

 

ROMANS 2:12 

Do not conform any longer to the pattern of this world, but be 
transformed by the renewing of your mind.  Then you will be able 
to test and approve what God’s will is – his good, pleasing and 
perfect will. 

 

2 CORINTHIANS 4:16 

Therefore do not lose heart.  Though outwardly we are wasting 
away, yet inwardly we are being renewed day by day. 
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Ephesians 4:25-32 helps us to see that a key aspect of this inner 
renewal is the ability to see God’s positive reasons for making a 
change.  A renewed mind has the ability to see things the way 
God sees them.  It centers on the new way of viewing the world 
that has been our focus in this study.

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A CLOSER LOOK 

Three of the most important disciplines of growth through which 
God sanctifies us are: 

1. A daily quiet time – In God’s Word and prayer 
MATTHEW 4:4 
Jesus answered, “It is written: ‘Man does not give on bread 
alone, but on every word that comes from the mouth of God.” 
 
JOHN 17:17 
“Sanctify them by the truth; your word is truth.” 
 

2. A weekly tithe to God 
MALACHI 3:10 
“Bring the whole tithe into the storehouse, that there may be 
food in my house.  Test me in this,” says the Lord Almighty, 
“and see if I will not throw open the floodgates of heaven and 
pour out so much blessing that you will not have room enough 
for it.” 
 
2 CORINTHIANS 8:5 (NCV) 
And they gave in a way we did not expect: They first gave 
themselves to the Lord and to us.  This is what God wants. 
 

3. A regular commitment to a small group 
1 THESSALONIANS 5:11 (NLT) 
So encourage each other and build each other up, just as you 
are already doing.

God has allowed our choices to be one of the key factors in our 
growth.  One of the most important choices we make is our 
response to the difficulties and trials we all face as part of life. 
 

JAMES 1:2-4 (NLT) 

Dear brothers and sisters, when troubles come your way, consider 
it an opportunity for great joy. For you know that when your faith 
is tested, your endurance has a chance to grow.  So let it grow, for 
when your endurance is fully developed, you will be perfect and 
complete, needing nothing. 
 

ROMANS 5:3-5 (NCV) 

We also have joy with our troubles, because we know that these 
troubles produce patience.  And patience produces character, and 
character produces hope.  And this hope will never disappoint us, 
because God has poured out his love to fill our hearts.  He gave us 
his love through the Holy Spirit, whom God has given to us.
